Program Description

This program prepares students for entry-level employment in
both the manual and computer numerical control (CNC)
machining industries. Students will learn the basic use of
machine shop hand tools, mills, lathes and grinders. Students
will produce and execute G-code programs on CNC mills and
lathes. Students will learn to read and interpret both
conventional and GD&T blueprints. Students will also gain the
mathematical skills necessary to machine shop production.

This is the first of four certificate programs for students
pursuing the Journeyman Machining Technology AAS.

Career Opportunities

Graduates of this program can expect to be employed as
entry-level machinists, tool and die makers, metalworkers,
CNC programmers and CNC operators. These classes may
also be used toward a Pennsylvania Journeyman Certification
with shops associated with Westmoreland.

Operate manual mills, lathes and grinders.

Write and troubleshoot CNC G-code programs.
